Endangered Wave Campaign features Westernport Bay in the top ten endangered waves. WPPC and Surfriders Foundation have been allies for a long time we swam out together in Westernport Bay against the oil Supertanker proposal, in 1994 and supported each other’s protests. 
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Update on FOI: Blue Wedges met with the Environmental Defenders Office who prepared on their behalf a Freedom of information requests to the Dept of Transport for current concept plans and any preliminary studies that have been undertaken. The government says these studies do not exist. No new money in the budget for the Port of Hastings means feasibility studies will remain undone.








Westernport Bay Threats: Coastal Developments, Polluted Water, Ecosystem Integrity, Climate Change.


This bay contains over a dozen breaks handling big SW winter swells (Mornington side) and offering SE protected summer waves (on Phillip Island side). The Bay was saved from a container terminal proposal in 1994 but a “new major port for Melbourne” is now back on the table.�Westernport’s many breaks are all threatened by a proposed expansion of the port in Hastings and dredging of the shipping channel (note: where a bombie is seen breaking in the photo below).  The ecosystem threats include ecological and hydrological impacts from dredging, potential oil spills into the sensitive bay mangroves and seal sanctuaries, the introduction of invasive species, as well as marine debris and other pollution from the many container ships. The waves themselves are threatened due to their already high sensitivity to tide, sand movement and currents.�The impact of dredging on the surf breaks has not been considered in the Ports studies so far and Surfrider Foundation and the Victorian National Parks Association are campaigning on this basis.

NOT IF WE CAN HELP IT       What is proposed?


• A “Super Port” - “one of the biggest projects in the State’s history” Dennis Napthene.


• 30km road or rail link through Melbourne’s south-eastern suburbs. 


• Private property owners will have their land compulsorily acquired.


• 6,000 ships per year, (Currently less than 90 ships per year pass through the existing port in Hastings). 


Health Problems.


The proposal means 16 ships per day, entering and up to 16 leaving, some idling, letting off air-pollution that we will all breathe in, especially those in townships downwind of the prevalent wind direction. Many port areas worldwide have done health research for residents living near a major port. E.g.: respiratory problems including asthma, cancer etc. One giant container ship can emit the same amount of cancer and asthma-causing chemicals as millions of cars. 


•Increase risk of devastating oil spills.


• Our businesses based on holiday homes, tourism and education camps, boating and fishing, and surfing that are the base of our local economy, will be threatened.


What we will get if the proposal goes ahead?


• It has been predicted that Hastings will become 10 times larger and will look like Altona.


•Large amount of Tyabb to become Container Storage.  


• Roadways will be highly congested (more pollution).


• Major dredging and backfilling over mangroves and sea grass for kilometres around the port area.


•Dredging from 14.2m to 16m of the shipping channel


Does the community benefit?


• Any construction at the Port will be tendered out. The winning contractor is NOT likely to use local labour as they tend to use the people that they already employ.


• Goods will be carried to depots via “driverless trucks”, run by computers.
